Classroom Rules
· Be Prompt!  When the tardy bell rings, you should be in your assigned seat. Tardies will be tracked. 
· Be Prepared!  Have your materials ready and assignments completed when you enter the classroom.

Supplies
A notebook, paper, and graphing calculator are required for this course. 

Notebooks
Each student will keep a statistics notebook that contains all class notes and assignments. 
Absences

The student bears the responsibility of promptly making up missed assignments and assessments.  Make up assignments and assessments are defined as assignments or assessments collected on a day the student is not present or was absent for the period of time when it was assigned. Make up assignments and assessments must be made up no later than the total number of days absent plus one, not to exceed one calendar week. Missed quizzes will receive the score of the next test. In general, I review the day prior to a test with no new material will be presented that day. Students missing the day before a test will test with the class. 
Assignments

Homework will be assigned daily and checked frequently. Homework may be graded for completeness and/or correctness. All homework assignments must include name, date, assignment, and level of understanding. A late assignment is defined as an assignment not turned in when it was collected for a grade and the student was present both when it was assigned and collected. Late assignments will not be accepted for a grade. 
Assessments

Tests and quizzes will be given to monitor progress. Quizzes may be unannounced. Online quizzes must be submitted by given due dates. I will generally give notice of at least 3 days prior to a test.  Skipping a test will result in an automatic zero!  A mid-term and a final exam will be administered.
Nine-Weeks Grade
· 85% Assessments (may include tests, quizzes, group quizzes, special projects)

· 15% Assignments (may include in class group/individual assignments, homework, labs)

AP Semester Exam Policy
Students in all Advanced Placement courses are required to take the 1st semester exam.   This exam will model the components of each course’s national exam which every AP student will take in May. The grade students receive on this exam will be counted in the third nine weeks. The student’s 1st semester exam grade on the report card will be the numerical average of the first and second nine-weeks’ grades.    
 
The national AP exam in May will count as the student’s 2nd semester exam.  The student’s 2nd semester exam grade on the report card will be the numerical average of the third and fourth nine-weeks’ grades.  (Exception: graduating seniors, who are exempt from each final exam if they are passing the course.)
