What is a double entry journal?

A double entry journal is a way to record information and to reflect on and react to that information.  We will be putting this into practice as we read each of our novels.  Entries do not always need to be in complete sentences, but should never just be one or two words.  The purpose here is show that you are thinking about what you read!
	The left hand column of the journal is the place to document what you learned or thought (e.g. a question, remark or comment about the text).
	The right hand column is where you record your reactions to this material.  To do a good job on this, you will need to make it personal--no one else could write what you write.

	Possibly Includes:
· Notes

· Quotations

· Summary paragraphs/Main ideas
· Facts/Concepts/Evidence
· Key terms

· Illustrations (pictures, graphs, drawings, concept webs)

· Questions
· Responses to specific questions
· Descriptions of events
Examples (and responses):

- Who is the narrator?
- Wow!  That was exciting!

- Hermione just saved the day (again!).

- “Perched atop a high mountain on the other side, its windows sparkling in the starry sky, was a vast castle with many turrets and towers.”

	Possibly Includes:
· Immediate reactions
· Reactions after learning new information about the topic (e.g., through class discussions, further reading)

· Answers to questions

· What more would you like to learn?

· Agree? Disagree? Why?

· What you understand/don't understand

· Compare/Contrast

· Connections to other sources/to what you already know

· Your interpretation of what you experienced

· Why is your question important?

· Perspective/Bias
- Not one of the main characters.  Must be third person.
- I just love when everything comes together!
-She is my favorite character.  What would Harry and Ron do without her?
- What a great description.  I would love to be there!



It is important to keep your journal for the whole year. It will be used to help assess what you learned during the year.  Keep all entries in one document/notebook/composition book.
