Driver’s Education is a semester long course offered to all students 15 years of age or older. Each student successfully completing this course will receive a Driver’s Education certificate and a ½ credit toward graduation. In order to receive a certificate, a student must maintain a “C” average both nine weeks. The certificate is proof that the student has successfully completed the training course, and the certificate may be helpful in reducing insurance rates. Check with your individual insurance provider to be sure.


Students are NOT required to obtain a restricted license prior to entering the class. Students will be given ALL necessary tests and paperwork, including the Drug and Alcohol information, in order to receive their learners permit.


Students will have the chance to take the Learners Permit online test during regular classroom time. Once the student has passed the test, they will be awarded a test waiver. He or she must present to the Department of Motor Vehicles a TEST WAIVER, BIRTH CERTIFICATE, PAPER COPY OF THEIR SOCIAL SECURITY CARD,  TWO PROOFS OF RESIDENTIAL ADDRESS AND $54.00. A parent or legal guardian must accompany the student. The examiner will check eye sight, hearing, and issue the restricted license.


As part of the class, each student will be tested on the driving range in order to assess their ability to operate a car. This will include, but not limited to the following: wearing seat belts, adjusting seats and mirrors, proper safe turning procedures, proper backing techniques, parking skills, space awareness, driving attitude, and driving judgment.

Students will also learn the following:
· Alcohol, other drugs, and driving education

· Signs, Signals. and Roadway markings

· Road rules

· Vehicle responsibilities including maintenance and insurance

Grading:
50%- Driving Range

20%- Classroom Assignments/Quizzes

20%- Tests

10%- Class Participation

Discipline:
