There’s a really neat online music program called Quaver Music.  Most of you will remember when we used it once in a while in music class.  You can also have fun with it at home.  Just follow these steps:
1) On a computer go to QuaverMusic.com/Home2020
2) Click on “Register”
3) Choose a Quaver Name (you can decide for yourself)  
4) Choose a Password (you will enter it twice)
5) Click “Accept”
6) Enter the Quaver Code that goes with your grade:
K = W8T7F
1 = U3MVY
2 = WN6NP
3 = KBALD
4 = XXB8P
5 = GQGX6
7) Check with a parent whether to use Flash or not.  Now you’re ready for the fun!  Try out different categories in the “Student Interactives.”  For example:
“Playing Music” lets you play the Orff instruments on your computer!
The “Bell Challenge” is fun ear music.
“Instrument Crane” lets you put instruments into their families.
