Required Supplies:
· Spiral binder
· pencils

· graph paper, 4 or 5 squares per inch

· textbook (Precalculus: Enhanced with Graphing Utilities, 6th ed., Sullivan, Sullivan)

· scientific calculator

Assignment Policy:
Completing daily assignments is a key to success in this course.
· Each student is required to keep a spiral binder with all assignments, notes, and handouts.  
· All assignments are checked for completion at the beginning of class the following school day.
· All steps should be shown on each assignment.  NEVER submit just a list of answers.
· Incomplete assignments will receive no credit.
· No partial credit on daily assignments.
Tests/Quizzes:
Tests will always be announced several days in advance.  Tests take the entire class period; each test is worth 100 points.  There will usually be 4-5 tests each nine weeks. 

Attendance/Tardy Policy:
· It is to your benefit to be in class each day.  When scheduling guidance appointments, doctor visits, or other activities, try not to miss math class.  When you are absent, you miss valuable instruction, which is impossible to duplicate on your own.

· The school attendance/tardy policies will be followed.  Please, consult your agenda book.

Make-Up Work:
· When you are absent, make-up work is your responsibility!  Every student in class should be keeping a list of assignments.  Please, exchange phone numbers with 2 other students to call should you need an assignment.  

· If you are absent because of a school sponsored activity (i.e. field trip, sporting event, etc.) it is the rule of my classroom that you see me BEFORE your absence (you will know you are going) to get the assignment and not to get behind.
· Tests and quizzes will be made up immediately after an absence.  If you miss only a review day, you must take the test with the class.  Homework, tests, and quizzes not made up on time will be marked zero.

Grading Policy:
Your grade will be found by adding the points from homework, quizzes, and tests.  Your grade will be a percentage found by taking the total points you have earned and dividing by the total points possible.  I do not use weighted categories.
