Graduation Requirements in a 
nutshell:
 24 credits in required areas
 GPA of 2.0 or higher (shoot for much higher!)
 Pass 10th grade FSA ELA (or earn SAT/ACT concordant score)
 Pass Algebra 1 EOC (or earn PSAT, Geometry EOC, or 

SAT/ACT concordant score)

* Some students may be classified as 9th, 10th, or 11th grade 
until senior promotion status is met which is at least 17 credits 
and a 2.0 GPA end of Junior Year or 21 credits and a 2.0 GPA by 
January of Senior Year. 
* Some students may be on 18 credit ACCEL plan. See 
counselor for details if your student is on this plan.

Testing Requirements for Graduation:

• Level 3 (350) or higher on 10th grade FSA ELA (or)
• Concordant score on SAT Evidence Based Reading/Writing (480 or higher) (or)
• Concordant score on ACT English & Reading subtests (average of 18 or higher on these sections)

• Level 3 (497) or higher on the Algebra 1 EOC (or)
• Concordant score on PSAT/NMSQT Math (430 or higher) (or)
• Concordant score on SAT Math (420 or higher) (or)
• Concordant score on ACT Math (16 or higher) (or)
• Concordant score on the GEOMETRY EOC (Level 3 (499) or higher)

Testing Opportunities
For seniors who HAVE NOT met the testing requirements:

• FSA ELA Retakes: Fall (September) and Spring (February) dates
• School-Day ACT: TBD – (SENIOR RETAKERS ONLY) Non-college reportable.
• Algebra 1 EOC: Fall (September) and Spring (March) dates
• ACT & SAT: Register for a Saturday test! ACT.org & Collegeboard.com 

Students are also eligible for 2 Free Waivers for SAT and 2 for ACT!

Grade Retrieval/Advancement Options

• Students who fail a semester or full credit of a core course need to “recover” the 
course to earn the credit. Students may also retake a course they made a grade of “D” 
in for “grade forgiveness.” Achieving a higher grade will improve the students GPA.

GODBY PLATO recovery program (work independently)
ACE recovery program (ACE at Godby)
Virtual School (independent work w/teacher assigned)

• Students who need to take an elective course or who wish to take courses for 
advancement purposes can do so through Virtual School. 
Students need to contact their counselor prior to registering for course(s).



Volunteer/
Community 
Service/Paid 
Work Hours

• Volunteer/Community Service/Paid Work hours are NOT a graduation requirement

• Volunteer/Community Service/Paid Work hours are encouraged for scholarship 
opportunities and future reference…..

• Hours look great on resume!

• Hours must be documented and submitted on proper form (forms available in Guidance 
Suite)

Bright Futures: any hours submitted for Bright Futures must either be all 
volunteer/community service hours AND/OR paid work hours.

Five major exclusions for reporting hours: (Check with your counselor if you aren’t sure if the 
hours can be reported)

Cannot report hours if student receives any type of monetary compensation

Cannot report hours if student worked for family members

Cannot report hours if student did “community service” related to a court stipulation

Cannot report hours if activity was something they earned a grade for in a class

Cannot report hours if they are related to promoting a specific religion

The Process:

• Student completes form and returns to counselor (form MUST be completed in its entirety 
or it will be returned to student).

• Counselor reviews and verifies information/hours

• Hours are entered into FOCUS for student

• Original form is kept in student file with your counselor



Volunteer Service or Paid Work Hours – 
Documentation of volunteer service or 
paid work hours must be submitted to 
FDOE, OSFA. Service hours must be 
performed during high school and 
completed no later than the GED 
diploma date. The agency or agencies 
where the volunteer service or paid work 
hours were earned must provide 
documentation of the number of hours 
and dates of completed service.

What to Expect 
Senior Year 

 Seniors are BUSY! 
 Students will need to effectively manage their 

time (on/off campus) and take care of their 
business!

 Emotions are all over the place! 
 Joy, scared, sadness, overwhelmed, anxious, 

etc.
  Various paperwork/documentation and 

responsibility for meeting expected deadlines 
 Coursework, senior fees, event dates, college 

applications, scholarships, FAFSA, Selective 
Service/ASVAB, ACT/SAT, service hours, etc.

 Decisions to be made!
 Have a plan! Whether post-secondary 

institution (academic 
college/university/vocational), military, or 
workforce…..have a plan!



Post-Secondary 
Education

Families/students should be able to 
answer the following questions for 
themselves:

• Does your student like school?  
Have they been successful?

• What institutions best fit the 
student’s academic, social 
interests and educational 
objectives?

• How much is the family able to 
reasonably afford to help the 
student meet his or her 
educational goals?



Post-Secondary Documentation
Needed to Obtain College/University Admissions Decision

• Application: Visit institution Admissions website

• Fee: credit card or application fee waiver 
• See if school allows for application fee waiver
• Waivers apply IF you have taken and received scores from ACT and/or SAT
• Students receive 2 waivers if took SAT (download from CollegeBoard account)
• Students receive 2 waivers if took ACT (paper waivers from your counselor)

• Transcript: can be sent electronically by registrar at Godby High School. Transcript request forms are located outside Registrar’s office next to 
Attendance office

• Test Scores: scores are reported directly through ACT/SAT (institutions are chosen during registration process).  Students receive four (4) free 
score reports. Additional reports $12/institution and can only be sent through ACT/SAT.

• School CEEB # or school #: 101652

• Residency: Since most students are “dependent”, the parent is the person claiming residency and must provide required documentation

• Personal Essay Statement: if applying to State University

IMMUNIZATION INFORMATION: All immunizations needed for college are FREE of charge at the Health Department PRIOR to graduating high school! 
If you wait until after graduation, you will have to pay full price. Make your appointment today!
