Letter grades for the nine weeks and semester grades are based on the Leon County grading scale.

Absence Policy:

It is the student’s responsibility to see that any missed assignments are made up in a timely fashion.  Students may check the Daily Assignment sheet posted in the front of the classroom or the class web page.  Students who fail to do their work on time will be given a zero for missing assignments.  Any student who fails to turn in an assignment on time may not be eligible for extra credit.  Missing assignments need to be made up in a timely manner (not the last week of the grading period).  See the “Test Policy” below concerning make-up test.

Test Policy:

The lowest test grade each nine weeks will be dropped.  However, the first time a student is absent on a test day, that student will receive a zero or ab (absent) on the test - even if the absence is excused.  That zero/ab will be the dropped grade.  Any other time a student misses a test he/she will have no more than three school days to come during lunch to make-up the test.  After the three day period, the student will no longer be allowed to make-up the test and will receive a zero.
Extra Credit:

Any student who completes all of the Guided Reading worksheets for a chapter or chapters covered on a test will receive 10 points extra credit added to that test grade.  The worksheets can be found on the class web page.
Electronic Devices:

Students who use electronic devices (mp3 players, cell phones, etc.) in class without permission will have their devices confiscated and sent to the office for parent pick-up.
